reviewed by Delmarva 

Foundation on February 

29th-March 3rd.  Delmar-

va is a contractor with the 

Department of Behavioral 

Health and Developmen-

tal Disabilities.   

 

The assessor with Del-

marva conducted a Quali-

ty Enhancement Provider 

Review (QEPR).  The pur-

pose of this process is to 

promote a person di-

rected service delivery 

system through collabo-

rative quality improvement 

strategies, designed to en-

hance the lives of people 

served.  Among the areas 

assessed were participant 

interviews, observations, 

staff interviews and record 

reviews.   

 

Delmarva scored Rutledge 

in six focused outcome are-

as.  These areas were Whole 

Health, Safety, Person Cen-

tered Practices, Community 

Life, Choice and Rights.  

Rutledge received an over-

all provider score of 97.4%. 

 

Needless to say, we 

were thrilled to receive 

such a high score from 

Delmarva.  This score 

will be made available 

to other state agencies 

as well as individuals 

who are making deci-

sions on where they 

would like to receive 

services in their region. 

 

Rutledge will receive 

the final written assess-

   {ŜŎƻƴŘ: Everyone should sit on the floor 
against the wall or under tables with knees 
up, head down and arms and hands cover-
ing head and face for protection.  Wheel-
chair bound persons will be moved into a 
small room in the center of the building 
and remain in their wheelchair.   
   CƛƴŀƭƭȅΥ  Everyone will stay in the desig-
nated areas until they are informed by the 
site supervisor that it is safe to leave.
